I. When approaching a railroad crossing on public roadways and highways:
Move to the right-hand lane

Turn on 4-way flashers 100 feet before the railroad crossing

Reduce speed and turn your radio off

Be prepared to stop if tracks are in use

LOOK for trains, railroad crew, etc. in both directions - left, right, left
Open each front window and LISTEN for an approaching train
Proceed when safe to do so, clearing all tracks quickly and LIVE

Il. When approaching a railroad crossing on railroad
gl property:

e a. Turn on 4-way flashers 100 feet before the railroad

e. LOOK for trains, railroad crews, etc. in both
directions - left, right, left

f. Open each front window, turn the radio down and LISTEN for a train

[I. If the vehicle gets stuck on a railroad track and impact is NOT imminent:
Exit the vehicle with your passengers immediately!

Move a safe distance away from the vehicle

Call 911

Call RCX Dispatch Center, advising them of your specific location, and
request they advise the railroad promptly regarding your stalled vehicle.
The address of the crossing is located on the cross buck of the crossing
you are stalled on.
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‘ LOOK, LISTEN, and LIVE when crossing tracks!

SUBJECT: WAIT TIME

When a trip is assigned it generally has a designated amount of wait-time assigned to the trip. The
railroad, RCX clients, will not pay for any unapproved wait-time, regardless of a crew’s request, MYO
request or the driver’s judgment.

All extended wait-time must be pre-approved . What this means to you as a driver:
At least 10 minutes prior to the assigned wait-time ends, and it appears that extended wait-time is
needed or requested, you must call RCX Dispatch and have the additional time approved .
Dispatch will follow-up with you as to whether the additional wait-time has been approved.

If the additional wait-time has been approved then you are to continue for the amount of time that
was approved or until the railroad or crew releases you.

If the extended wait-time has been denied then you are to return back to your location. No wait time
will be paid for denied or unapproved wait time.

You as a driver are responsible for fulfilling the trip as it is assigned and/or updated through the railroad
client through official channels. All updates to a trip will be communicated through RCX Dispatch.
Choosing to not fulfill a trip as assigned through official channels will result in progressive discipline.
